Having enjoyed Heart Strings’ performances and CD’s for many years, just thinking of their music can put me in a mellow and comfortable frame of mind. Marg Chauvan brings out the angelic and comforting character of the lever harp with pensive and space making music. The St. Petersburg times called it “Music of the Soul (March, 2000). Indeed. But there is another dimension to their work.  Down home fun from Billy Messer’s guitar and mandolin and Marg’s harp and banjo will fill an always enjoyable evening and provide us with tunes from the ridiculous to the sublime.  As a special treat they will be including friend Harvey Rosenfeld on percussion.  

Heart Strings (a.k.a. Cracker Gothic) has entertained the public for over 20 years at private parties, concerts, festivals, and cultural events.  A versatile duo, they are favorites at folk festivals and street events, including the Florida Folk Festival, Christmas on Los Olas, Barberville Pioneer Days , and the Will McLean Festival. From January through March they are in demand at Celtic festivals and Scottish games.  Marg consistently places first in Scottish Harp Competitions. Among her many credits are Master Scottish Harper, harp teacher, composer, arranger, and song writer. In 2004 Marg won the Florida Harp Competition with her composition "Singer of Songs" (Over There CD).

Heart Strings Florida folk songs are musical stories of life and nature in Florida. “…it is an honor to continue an oral history through music and song",  Marg says.

“We find the harp and guitar are the perfect medium for capturing the laid back attitude of old Florida. In addition to writing several Florida songs each year, we preserve the traditions by performing Florida songs that might otherwise be forgotten.” She tells us they are bringing us one of the oldest stringed instruments known to man, the banjo, and the second oldest stringed instrument, the harp.  Of course we can’t forget the oldest instrument, the hand drum.  Songs and stories of Florida past and present, Ireland and Scotland, with the banjo, guitar, harp, and kitchen sink… well maybe just the Devil’s Stick.
