Grant Peeples doesn’t shlep down from the
Florida Panhandle to bring us your grandfather’s
country music. He’s probably closer to Eric Schwartz
and a little further to the left than others from
his home town. He’s alternative country with a fist, a
left-wing Hank Williams delivering issues-oriented
twang. Smart, in-your-face stuff. A sucker punch at
Nashville.

Grant calls his music “alternative Southern.” It's
not a genre or sub-genre that one finds on song
manifests, but it fits this unique songwriter well. This
music is implicitly political, cultural and most of all,
relevant. These are songs about a South that wheezes
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in the shadows of ruinous real estate developments
and suburban sprawl, and the steeple of the staid
Episcopal Church. It is bad teeth, pit bulls and body
odor, dirt under the fingernails, fast-food obesity,
chain smokers, tattooed faces, shady county sheriffs.
There are meth labs and racism and guns. A fearless
guy on Death Row and a guy who ties his cheating
girlfriend to the railroad tracks, only to console her
with sips of whiskey as the train comes chugging
around the bend. “This is real country,” explains one
of these hard-hitting songs. “And it ain’t pretty.”

It is Flannery O’Conner set to music. These
songs almost gloat on the ugly underbelly of a class-
divided society, while sticking their collective tongue
out at the lame sentimentality of what Peeples labels
neo-country music. The sound is classic, sparse,
twangy, and guitar driven, and cut from the same
thread of which songwriters like Guy Clark, Lucinda
Williams and Ray Wylie Hubbard knit their own
tunes.

It’s all sung with Peeples’ commanding, seasoned
voice. It’s a rough, edgy voice that works like a
bucksaw on his recurrent themes of poverty,
hypocrisy and environmental ruin. From one song to
the next, the mood shifts quickly from dark to
comedic and back again. The dark is foreboding, the
comedy ironic — always at the expense of one
convention or another: church, state, the executive
branch, or Peeples’ own rural America.

“By turns knee-slapping and gut-wrenching,

Can you imagine a magic bubble within earshot
of I-957 There is one due east of Madie Ives
Elementary School and north of Ives Dairy Road. It's
a microcosm of what's left of the natural areas of half
a century ago — green swatches of Florida pine and
oak hammocks.

It still exists, but it may be in jeopardy. For
more than 30 years this special place was home to the

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Ives Optimist Club and the home of the South Florida
Bluegrass Association's Sunday concerts and other
workshops and festivals.

The Miami-Dade School Board gained control of
the property in September 2008 when the Optimists
Club lease expired.

Now the club has moved to a nearby park and a
monstrous fence, 12 feet high, has cordoned off the
beloved Oak Grove and the humble stage and
buildings that supported countless hours of music,
fellowship and relaxation for South Floridians.

I called Mike Levine in the Facilities
Department at Miami-Dade Public Schools, and he
assured me that there were no concrete plans for the
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land or structures, and that he was open to
suggestions for restoring the Oak Grove portion of
the property for use by the Bluegrass Association or
other artistic groups.

One day later, I was surprised to see that the
buildings on the property, including the stage, were
marked with "Scarlet Letters" which seem like a sign
for demolition. The meeting hall, the log cabin, the
stage, each now wears a different letter - C, D, E,
etc., — the bold, bright paint signaling an uncertain
fate.

I called Levine again, and he confirmed that the
buildings had indeed been marked for demolition --
but he said all such plans are on hold due to
economic restraints. He also said that while the
Miami-Dade School Board has no funds to spend on
renovation or rebuilding at the Oak Grove, funds
could be raised some other way, perhaps by the

County Parks Department or through grants. He
agreed to keep me informed of future plans that the
School Board may have for the property.

The voices and tunes of Bluegrass that echoed
through this grove for decades are part of our
tradition and history. They must be allowed to
continue. Our voices are one of our most precious
gifts. We call upon all proponents of education to
cooperate to keep alive our heritage and values with
honesty and dignity.

I want to return to the Oak Grove and listen to
Bluegrass under the magnificent natural canopy.

I want my friends and children to join me and
perpetuate a beautiful tradition!

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Four days in banjo heaven

Picture a room with walls lined with tables
mounted by 100 banjos, most by great 19th and early
20t century makers like Bacon, Fairbanks, Cole, and
Stewart, a few pre-Civil War minstrel banjos, and
some of the best banjos made by contemporary
artisans like Kevin Enoch and Pete Ross. Usually,
someone brings to the Banjo Collectors’ Gathering a
special banjo like Virginia old-time legend Dock
Boggs’s Mastertone or North Carolina Round Peak
banjoist Tommy Jarrell’s Kyle Creed. I have played
them both there.

Mingle with great banjoists like Bluegrass master
Bill Evans, Kentucky traditional player George R.
Gibson, Elias Kaufman, the dean of classic banjo, and
old-time revival stars like Paul Brown, Bob Carlin,
and Ray Alden. Old-Time Herald founder Alice
Gerrard, known more as a singer, songwriter,

guitarist, and fiddler, is always there. You can try to
get a good deal on a banjo from Stan Werbin of
Elderly Instruments or John Bernuzio of Rochester’s

Bernuzio’s Vintage Instruments. Expect banjo

historians and folklorists like Cece Conway, Laurent
Dubois, Bob Winans, Greg Adams, and Tony Thomas
to be picking each other’s brains and those of banjo
collectors like Peter Szego and Jim Bollman, who
own hundreds of banjos. Hear presentations about
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Tony Thomas fell in love with Bob Carlin’s Gold
Tone cello banjo. Contributions requested to help
him buy one!

banjo history, the banjo’s African ancestors, and the
construction of fine banjos as well as the annual
show-and-tell on finding rare collectible banjos.
Through all the breaks and late into the night, talk
banjo, play banjo, buy, sell, trade, and lust for banjos!
This was the 11th annual Gathering, held Nov.
20-23 this year at Colonial Williamsburg. Once a
buy, sell, swap, trade, and boast weekend meeting in
a motel, the Gathering has become an invitation-only
gathering of the elite of the open-back and old-time
banjo world. Discussion of banjo history and,
especially, African-American, classic, and old-time
banjo have been advanced immeasurably by the
gatherings and what they have brought about.

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The fruit of the Gatherings was evident in
Williamsburg. For years, the Gathering has been a
meeting ground for those of us who’ve fought to get
banjo-heads to write down what we know in
scholarly articles and books. This year, a one-day
conference of contributors to a forthcoming scholarly
anthology on banjo history edited by Dr. Bob Winans
— the first scholarly collection on the banjo —
preceded the gathering. Already, several of us have
been invited to participate in books and periodicals
and presentations at universities and museums.
We’ve been able to get the advice of leading scholars
of African, African American, and blues music. An
online database of historic banjos has also been

launched.

I've been a big part of this. I have a chapter to
work on for Bob Winan’s book, an article based on
my presentations at the Banjo Collectors Gathering to
work on for the Old-Time Herald, and a chapter
done in Hidden in the Mix, an anthology of African
Americans and country music forthcoming from
Duke University.

My presentation on 20% Century African-
American banjo playing opened the gathering,. Wait
until the Old-Time Herald publishes it or give me an
hour and some coffee. Presentations at the Gathering
this year also included Dr. Cece Conway’s talk about
her films of the last traditional black banjoists, Ray
Alden on acoustic dynamics and adjustments in banjo
design and set-up, Bob Carlin on the roots of Earl
Scruggs’s banjo style. Greg Adams and Gainesville
banjoist Chuck Levy on African ancestors of the
banjo, Hank Sapoznik on “A Century of Banjo in
Films,” Peter Szego on early American guitars
focusing on Martin guitars, and Bob Winans on

African elements in a mid-19th Century manuscript
of banjo and fiddle tunes by early blackface minstrel
Dan Emmett.

A panel of John Bernuzio and, here from left,
Bob Carlin, who is also a banjo designer and an
adviser to Titusville’s Gold Tone Banjos; Stan
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Werbin, president of Elderly Instruments at Lansing,
Mich.; Bluegrass banjoist Bill Evans; and Elkins,

W .Va., banjo luthier and music-store owner Bob
Smackula on banjo market trends explained that
many young players getting into old-time and jam-
band music have produced an expanding market for
inexpensive, quality open-back banjos.

To leave after four days in Banjo Heaven, where
everyone wants to play and discuss banjos, where I
can pick up banjos much more expensive than my
car, and where everyone knows and shares my work,
I just have to hold my breath and wait until next
year.
